Beginner:

Players should be new to the sport, and wanting to learnin a
fun environment. Instructors are there to provide guidance
as needed with rules, etiquette, and game play.

Novice:
Players know the basic rules of how to play the game and
are working on more consistent play.

Intermediate:
Players should be skilled in most aspects of the game and
have a good understanding of the rules.

Competitive:

Players are able to demonstrate strategy, and are working
on more consistent control, and ball placement, allowing
less unforced errors.

Recreational:

All skill levels are welcome. This pickleball court time
provides a fun welcoming environment to play in a relaxed
non-competitive atmosphere. It is ideal when attending the
Recreational time to know the basics of how to play
pickleball.

Family:

This program is for multigenerational/family play. All skill
levels are welcome. Participants under 14 years of age must
be accompanied by an adult.

Adaptive:

Adaptive Pickleball is a modified version of the popular
sport, pickleball, designed to make the game accessible to
people with physical disabilities. This court time allows
players with different abilities to play together. Adaptive
Pickleball provides an opportunity for people with physical
disabilities to participate in a sport that they may not have
been able to before. It also promotes inclusion and
understanding between players of all abilities, as well as
providing a fun and active way for disabled individuals to
stay fit and healthy. Anyone can play Adaptive Pickleball,
regardless of their level of ability or disability. Players can
use wheelchairs, walkers, crutches or other assistive devices
while playing the game. The game can also be adapted for
visually impaired players by using balls with bells inside
them or by having one player call out instructions during
the game. Players sign up using pickuphub.net and support
workers are welcome to come and assist at no charge.

Recreational/Novice & Competitive Courts:

One court has been designated for Recreational/Novice
players and one court is designated for Competitive players.
One extra player per court to rotate through games.
Experimenting with new times to see where the demand is
for each level.
